It
contains detailed instructions on everything you need to know to complete this special
task.

2. In addition, please share this guide with your photographer prior to beginning your photo
session so you can guarantee your photographer will be able to best serve you. This small
action could save you from having to do a reshoot, i.e., saving you both time and money.
I can’t tell you how important these first two steps are.

3. Please make sure you send or have your photographer send your Senior Portrait to
Portraits@sjhsknights.com instead of my regular school email—it will get lost in a
vacuum of daily emails! This also ensures | receive all the portraits for every senior. You
don't want to be left out!

4. Ensure that you follow all instructions in the guide to the letter! The school has the right
to refuse any portrait that does not meet the dress code. [The letter of the law, not

the spirit of the law.]

a. LADY KNIGHTS—DO NOT WEAR DRESSES SHORTER THAN YOUR
KNEECAPS OR THAT HAVE TOO MUCH CLEAVAGE OR SHOW TOO
MUCH SKIN! I WILL NOT PUT THOSE PORTRAITS INTO THE
YEARBOOK! I WILL NOT MAKE ANY EXCEPTS!

b. GENTLEMAN KNIGHTS—DO NOT WEAR SHIRTS THAT ARE FOR
SPORTS, CASUAL HAWIAN, AND OR A SLEEVE SHIRT WITH THE
TOP BUTTONS UNDONE! | WILL NOT PUT THAT PORTRAITS INTO
THE YEARBOOK! | WILL NOT MAKE ANY EXCEPTS!
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c. BOTH LADIES AND GENTLEMEN—DO NOT WEAR HATS OR TAKE
PORTRAITS WITH YOUR PETS IN THE PHOTO—NO HORSES, CATS,
DOGS, OR ANY OTHER PET YOU MIGHT HAVE!

i. NO BARE FEET!

ii. NO RIPPED JEANS!

i, NO NOSE RINGS!

Iv. READ THE DRESS CODE! READ THE GUIDE!

5. Remember, you are paying for these pictures, so take one really nice picture that follows
the rules and submit that one. I only need one really nice photo. Then, for the others, you
can wear what you want.

d. PARENTS—I really need your cooperation. All too often, | get parents wanting
to argue the case for why their senior should be able to wear X,Y,and Z when it
does not meet the dress code. It is not far that one student gets to have something |
have explicitly stated the others cannot. So, please do not give your senior the
green light to disobey the rules. Just know that by far, this is my least favorite
part of doing my job, but I will do my job and adhere to all the rules.

Conversely, if your photographer is not on the list in the guide, ask them
if they would like to be, and I will add them. Just have them send me their business
information.

7. SUBMIT, SUBMIT, SUBMIT— Your Portraits in a timely manner! Do not wait
until the last second because that makes completing the Senior Portrait pages super
hard to finish!

8. SPECIAL NOTE— If you are having problems with completing your pictures by the
deadline, come to me ASAP!

Seniors, this is your time to shine, to be proactive in the entire process, and to show how
responsible you really are! Take ownership and get the best possible picture that will look
awesome next to your peer's portraits! In many ways, this is a group activity—so please do your
part.

9. LAST STEP—PIlease check in with me once your photographer takes your picture
to ensure it was actually sent. I or the Yearbook Staff should not have to chase you
